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<description>The Right to Environment was not initially guaranteed by the Constitution as a fundamental
right. Indira Gandhi's otherwise infamous 42nd Amendment made it a constitutional expectation (Article 48-A).
After the emergency, the Supreme Court of India converted this expectation into a guaranteed "collective" right
for all people in India as part of their 'life and liberty' right (Article 21).</description>
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
